Some research highlights .....

® 95% of urban councils indicated that
illegal dumping is a significant problem;

® 89% of MUD residents suggested a need
for more education and information;

® Of the total costs of illegal dumping
councils typically spend 90% on clean up
and enforcement and only 6% on

education.




Some more research highlights .....

® Overall MUD residents don’t view illegal dumping
of household items as a priority issue;

® Most recognise that it occurs but don’t consider it
wrong or illegal;

® |t has become an easy disposal option and
council collects it anyway;

® The general consensus is that fines aren’t
imposed for this activity.
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Towards an initial concept .....

® Four levels of action identified from the
research:

v'Increased education / awareness;

v'"Make it easy to dispose of unwanted
items;

v Influence and change attitudes;
v'Enforce / reinforce dumping is wrong.
